INSTRUCTIONS FOR FILING AN ABATEMENT “OBJECTION”
TO:  Custodial Parent

Wyoming Statute 20-2-305(a) provides that “unless otherwise ordered by the court, child support shall abate by one-half (1/2) of the daily support obligation for each day the non-custodial parent has physical custody of the child for whom support is due, provided that the non-custodial parent has custody of the child for fifteen (15) or more consecutive days.  For the purposes of computing abatement and determining whether the non-custodial parent has met the consecutive day requirement of this subsection, overnight and weekend visits with the custodial parent during the period for which abatement is claimed shall be disregarded.”

YOU MAY FILE AN OBJECTION TO THE CLAIM FOR ABATEMENT within thirty (30) days of the date this office mailed the claim to you by providing this office with:

1.  An original and one (1) copy of the Objection.  Said Objection shall be limited solely to issues relating to the legitimacy or accuracy of the claim.

2. The required $10 fee in the form of cash or money order made payable to the Clerk of District Court.

3. An envelope addressed to the non-custodial parent, with postage thereon.

You may approve the claim prior to the thirty (30) day period by filing a notice of immediate approval with this office, and no filing fee for said notice will be assessed.  However, you will need to provide an original and one (1) copy of the approval as well as an envelope addressed to the non-custodial parent, with postage thereon.

If you file an Objection, the non-custodial parent may file a response (limited solely to issues raised in the objection) within fifteen (15) days of the date this office mails him/her a copy of said Objection.  A copy of the response will be mailed to you.
