MOBILE FOOD UNIT REQUIREMENTS 

The following Mobile Food Unit requirements are applicable for mobile food units operating within Sweetwater County, Wyoming. 

Requirements: 

A mobile food unit is a vehicle mounted, towed or portable food service establishment designed to be readily movable.  It is designed and equipped to manufacture and/or serve potentially hazardous food products. 

A pushcart is a non-self propelled vehicle limited to serving non-potentially hazardous foods or commissary wrapped food maintained at proper temperatures, or limited to preparation and service of frankfurters. 

A temporary food unit is regulated under the Sweetwater County Temporary Food Requirements. 
1. A mobile food unit must be designed so that screens protect all outer openings and/or are sealed to protect against the entrance of insects. 

2. All mobile food units serving potentially hazardous food must contain a three-compartment sink with hot and cold running water dispensed to all sinks under pressure. 

3. All mobile food units must contain a separate hand wash sink with hot and cold running water dispensed under pressure. 

4. All mobile food units must have a potable water tank adequately sized for the intended use of the unit. 

5. The wastewater tank on mobile food units must be sized at least fifteen percent (15%) larger than the size of the potable water tank. 

6. Mobile food units that have a grill or deep fat fryer must have a hood with filters and be vented to the outside of the unit. 

7. All mobile food units must have adequate hot and cold storage adequate for the intended use of the unit. The cold storage units must operate by means of mechanical refrigeration. 

8. Floors, walls and ceiling of the mobile food unit must be light colored, smooth, non-absorbent, durable and easily cleanable. 

9. Lights in the mobile food unit must be shielded or have shatter-proof bulbs. 

10. All food contact utensils must be constructed of material that is approved by the department.

11. Metal stem thermometers must be available for use in the mobile food unit. 

12. All cold storage units in a mobile food unit must contain a thermometer. 

13. Test strips must be available to check the strength of the sanitizer used for utensil and wiping cloth solution.

14. All personnel working in the mobile food unit must wear hair restraints. 

15. Separate storage must be provided for toxic items and personal items storage. 

16. All foods, utensils and single service items must be stored off the floor. 
17. Any person constructing a mobile food unit must provide plans to the Sweetwater County Health Department.  The Department must approve plans prior to construction of the unit. 

18. The operator of a mobile food unit must obtain a food service license from the Sweetwater County Health Department; State of Wyoming, Department of Agriculture; or other local Wyoming health department. 

19. Mobile food units operating within Sweetwater County must meet all Sweetwater County Health Department Mobile Food Unit Requirements. 
20. The Sweetwater County Health Department may make additional requirements for units operating under special situations or circumstances. 

21. Units operating within Sweetwater County cannot be “grand fathered”.  These regulations apply to all existing and/or proposed mobile food service units.

Basis for the Mobile Food Unit Regulations

The Sweetwater County Temporary Food Service Regulations states that “any person(s) wishing to serve foods other that non-potentially hazardous must meet all of the requirements of the Wyoming Food Safety Rule”.
