Commissioner Bailiff presented a certificate of recognition to Public Works Director John Radosevich,
Engineering Technician Raymond Richards and Road & Bridge Foreman Robert VVan Valkenburg for their 2013
Road Scholar accomplishments.

Commissioner Comments/Reports

Commissioner West

Commissioner West reported that he met with Facilities Manager Chuck Radosevich regarding the Health
and Human Services building and the anticipation of the final construction documents. Commissioner
West explained that the Child Developmental Center (CDC) continues to have complications with their
fire alarm and fire suppression system and they are trying to get resolved. Commissioner West expressed
that he complained to Rock Springs Councilman Sugano regarding inspection issues as it got closer to the
opening of the CDC. Commissioner West reported that he attended the museum After Hours Social
Event and the 9-11 Ceremony. Commissioner West reported that he, along with Chairman Johnson, met
with Castle Rock Hospital District staff including Interim CEO John Ferry, CFO Todd Toolson and CEO
Bailey Dockter to discuss their financial situation. Commissioner West stressed that Title 25 continues to
escalate and remains a complex issue. Lastly, Commissioner West announced that he will attend the 2013
6™ Cent Specific Purpose Tax Joint Powers Board meeting on September 18, 2013 and explained that, due
to the WACO convention, he will miss several meetings next week.

Commissioner Bailiff
Commissioner Bailiff reported that, since the last meeting, he traveled to Uinta County and expressed that
the Uinta County wind turbines were not moving and related to an article he read stating wind could




compete with natural gas which he stated is false. Commissioner Bailiff stressed the importance of the
Sheriff’s extraditions and noted a news article where a man, being extradited via an independent company
from Mexico, escaped near Independence Rock. Commissioner Bailiff reported that he attended the
Swearing-In ceremony of Circuit Court Judge Craig Jones. Commissioner Bailiff further reported that he
attended meetings for STAR Transit and the Library board and noted that interviews continue to be
conducted for the library director position. Lastly, Commissioner Bailiff explained that, due to the animal
control vehicle needing to be replaced, each commissioner received an emergency purchase request from
the Sheriff’s office.

Chairman Johnson

Chairman Johnson reported that he has been involved with the WCCA in search of an Executive Director
and noted that five individuals were interviewed. Chairman Johnson explained that a preliminary
selection has been made and the WCCA Executive Committee is in the process of negotiating the terms of
a tentative agreement with the selected individual and stressed that it will not be finalized until the
majority of the 23 counties in Wyoming have put their stamp of approval on the selection. Chairman
Johnson reflected back to a prior meeting when an issue with a road and speed limit in Farson were
discussed. He explained that a concerned citizen contacted him to compliment the staff and noted that
Public Works Director John Radosevich provided him with photographs showing that the road was in
good condition. Chairman Johnson also expressed his appreciation to Mr. Radosevich and to the patrol
officer for addressing the concerns. Chairman Johnson explained that WLCI will conduct a meeting next
week in Rock Springs noting that Lincoln County Commissioner Kent Connelly will attend on his behalf
and that Public Lands Specialist Mark Kot will also be in attendance. Chairman Johnson explained that
an issue has arisen relative to unlicensed vehicles being parked on the street in Clearview Acres and
questioned what can be done. Commissioner Bailiff explained that the vehicles could be tagged as
abandoned. Chairman Johnson noted that he will address the concern with Sheriff Haskell. Lastly,
Chairman Johnson echoed Commissioner West’s remarks regarding the CDC and he too expressed
concern with Rock Springs Mayor Demshar.

Commissioner Van Matre

Commissioner Van Matre reported that he met with VSO Director Larry Levitt, Juvenile Probation
Director Karin Kelly and attended the Museum board meeting and After Hours Social Event.
Commissioner Van Matre further reported that he met with IT Director Tim Knight and explained that the
go live date for the Tyler Software will be extended. Mr. Knight addressed the commission concerning
the issues of the conversion. Commissioner Van Matre explained that he met with Grants Manager
Krisena Marchal who is heavily involved in the audit. Commissioner Van Matre expressed that he had
lunch with Young at Heart Director Jeanine Cox and the seniors at the center. Commissioner Van Matre
reported that he attended the Swearing-In ceremony for Circuit Court Judge Craig Jones and the 9-11
Ceremony. Lastly, Commissioner Van Matre reported that he met with the Human Resources staff and
attended a meeting with the Green River Chamber regarding updates in Sweetwater County.

Commissioner Kolb

Commissioner Kolb reported that he attended the Green River City workshop relative to the Jamestown
Rio Vista water improvement proposal and attended meetings for Planning and Zoning as well as
Communities Protecting the Green. Commissioner Kolb expressed that he met with Green River Mayor
Castillon and City Administrator Marty Black and toured the Carnegie Building. Commissioner Kolb
reported that he attended the Swearing-In ceremony for Circuit Court Judge Craig Jones. Commissioner
Kolb announced that EDF has withdrawn their application for the Aspen Mountain wind project.
Commissioner Kolb reported that he visited Solid Waste District # 1 relative to the sticker process.
Commissioner Kolb spoke that he visited with Events Complex Director Larry Lloyd, Accounting
Manager Bonnie Phillips, County Clerk Dale Davis, County Treasurer Robb Slaughter, Land Use
Director Eric Bingham, Public Works Director John Radosevich, IT Director Tim Knight, County
Assessor Pat Drinkle, Human Resource Director Garry McLean and Public Lands Specialist Mark Kot.

Whereas, the Sweetwater County Board of County Commissioners {Board) is
empowered by Wyoming Statutes 18-05-201 et. seq. to regulate and restrict the location and
use of buildings and structures, and the use, condition, or occupancy of fand in the
unincorporated areas of Sweetwater County, and,

Whereas, the Sweetwater County Fire Department tested the Fire Hydrants within the
Reliance public water system service area in November of 2007 and found the fire hydrant
water flows were in violation of the standards of the 2006 Edition of the International Fire Code
for residential, commercial and industrial development; and,

Whereas, the Joint Powers Water Board evaluated the Reliance water system in 2007
and found that the water system was in need of necessary upgrades and repairs in order for the
system to meet the fire hydrant water flows required by the 2006 Edition of the International Fire
Code; and,

Whereas, the Sweetwater County Board of County Commissioners declared a
Moratorium on the issuance of Development Permits in the area served by the Reliance Water
System on November 6, 2013 for the purpose of protecting community health, safety and
welfare; and,

Whereas, the Joint Powers Water Board and the City of Rock Springs for the past
several years have diligently worked to address water supply concerns for the Reliance area;
and,

Whereas, the necessary improvements have been made to the Reliance water system
and the project engineer, Nelson Engineering, has certified that the water improvements to the
Reliance Transmission and Distribution System meet or exceed the requirements put forth in
the design, which is a maximum of 25600 GPM (2 hour duration) @ 20 psi residual for existing
industrial development, and a maximum of 1800 GPM (2 hour duration) @ 20 psi residual for
residential and future development, which meets and exceeds the 2012 International Fire Code
requirements; and,

Now therefore be it resolved, the Sweetwater County Board of County Commissioners
repeal the Moratorium on the issuance of Development Permits in the area served by the
Reliance Water System with the following conditions:

1. The designed fire flow for all new development is a maximum of 1800 GPM (2
hour duration) @ 20 psi residual.

2 The effective area for the enforcement of this resolution is the area served by
the Reliance Public Water System. The "Reliance Public Water System”, for the
purpose of this resolution, is the public water system serving that area east of
Wyoming Highway 191 and north of the northerly boundary of the City of Rock
Springs, at that point where the city boundary crosses Wyoming Highway 191.

Dear John;

Over the past several years the Joint Powers Water Board and the City of Rock Springs have diligently
worked to address water supply concerns for the Reliance area, specifically the fire flow capacity. To
resolve the issue, several improvements to the system were required. First, the Cify of Rock Springs
replaced and upsized the supply line to the tank site thus addressing the minimum system pressure issue.
Next, a Level IT study was completed and Level Ifl construction funding was secured with the Wyoming
Water Development Office. Concurrently, the City of Rock Springs obtained funding for the necessary
distribution improvements in the “Industrial” area surrounding Tri-State Road.

The afore mentioned improvements to the Reliance Water System have now been completed. To affirm the
performance of the new system components and validate the design criteria, the project engineer recently
completed flow testing and adjustments to the newly installed equipment. (see enclosure} The results of that
testing indicate that the storage tank, transmission line and associated appurtenances are performing as
designed.

The fire flow criteria used during the design was established to provide the necessary protection for existing
structures and facilities while maintaining water quality within the entire system. To accomplish these
criteria, both now and in the future, County planning, engineering and fire personnel were consulted to
determine the maximum required flow for the existing industrial developments (2500gpm for 2-hour
duration) and firture development’s fire flow(1800gpm for 2-hour duration). The fire flow criteria for the
residential area was set at 1800gpm for 2-hour duration. The fransmission/storage system can supply these

parameters.

Please understand that this cannot be construed to mean that each and every fire hydrant in the Reliance
system will flow as described above, the performance of each hydrant is still dependent on the distribution
system, location and elevation of each hydrant. In some cases, multiple hydrants may need to be flowing to
obtain the necessary flow rate. This is nothing new or unique to the Reliance system; simply a
precautionary statement about the need for hydrant testing and validation.

Dear Mr, Seppie:

Nelson Engineering and the City of Rock Springs Water Department performed field tests of
the water system improvements in Reliance this week. The objective of these tests was to
fine-tune the pressure setting of the pressure regulating valves to effectuate the desired
domestic demand and fire flow responses predicted in the design process. The design
criteria is listed below:

- Fire flow required in the Lower Camp Area is 2500 gpm for Existing Development
and 1800 gpm for Future Development.

- Residual pressure must remain above 20psi

- The New Reliance Tank should provide 1,100 gpm to feed a fire, the rest shall be
supplied from the White Mountain Tank through the transmission line bypass fire
flow PRV at Lower Camp or the actuated valve at Lower Camp when open.

The fire flow tests performed this week in the Lower Camp Area yielded the following
results:

- One hydrant flowing through one 2.5” nozzle provided between 950 and 1,100 gpm.
All of this flow was provided from the Reliance Tank through the primary
distribution system PRV with a maximum drop in distribution system residual
pressure of 7 psi from static.

- Two hydrants, each flowing through one 2.5” nozzle provided between 2,000 and
2,100 gpm. The transmission line hypass fire flow PRV at Lower Camp was set to
provide over 1,000 gpm of the total flow resulting in the New Reliance Tank
provided a maximum of 1,100 gpm. Both the primary and the secondary (fire flow)
distribution PRV’s supplied flow to the hydrants with a maximum reduction in
residual pressure of 8 psi from static. The secondary PRV opened to provide flow at
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8 psi below the primary PRV (~1,300 gpm total fir¢ flow) and did not allow the
pressure to reduce further even at significantly higher flows.

- The minimum static pressure in the Lower Camp Pressure Zone is greater than 50
psi resulting in a minimum residual pressure of greater than 43 psi with a fire flow
of 1,100gpm and greater than 42 psi for a fire flow of 2,100 gpm as demonstrated
above. The upstream pressure of the distribution PRV is always above 137 psi
providing ample pressure to overcome any head-loss and maintain the PRV
discharge pressure (63 psi).

The full 2,500 gpm maximum fire flow could not be tested due to the lack of hydrant flow
meters (only two 2.5” meters available). It is predicted that by opening one 2.5 nozzle on
another hydrant or using at least one of the 4.5 nozzles on the original two hydrants, the
additional 400 gpm could easily be achieved. An unmetered flow test has been performed
by utilization of the 4.5” nozzle of one hydrant which resulted in the transmission line
bypass fire flow PRV at Lower Camp supplying over 1,400 gpm (for an estimated fire flow
of 2,500gpm) with no significant additional loss of residual press in the distribution system
(minimum residual pressure > 42psi). Therefore, we are confident that the improvements
to the Reliance Transmission and Distribution System meet or exceed the requirements put
forth in design. Please feel free to contact me with any questions or comments.

2. Services: The Recipient agrees to perform those services as outlined.

3. Contract Amount: The Subgrantor agrees to make available $33,930 for use by the Recipient for
the agreement period.

4. Financial Responsibility: Recipient is responsible for the receipt and disbursement of these federal
funds, and identify as pass through funds from Volunteers of America Northern Rockies, under
CEDA#16-540.

5. Alterations: Any alterations in the work program or the budget shall be submitted to and
approved in writing by the Subgrantor.

6. Quarterly Reports: The Recipient agrees to submit quarterly progress and financial
reports/reimbursement requests for each of the Phases (with accompanying deadlines) noted below:

The Recipient shall preserve its records until expiration of three years after final payment
under this agreement.

b. The Recipient further agrees to make same records available to the Auditor of the Office of
Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention, for a period of three years beyond the final
payment under this agreement.
